Maysville Public Schools further reserves the right to refuse and/or disregard any video or audio materials produced by non-authorized persons.
Any teacher using audio or video equipment in the classroom must receive prior approval from the building principal and/or the superintendent.
Audio or video tapes used in the manner described in this policy will be destroyed at the end of current school year unless there is pending disciplinary action.
